o Study materials include a series of books including: design, care and handling, plant care and

identification and additional study materials.

Must be paid for in advance
Test consists of two phases: written and practical/hands-on
Must pass both phases to become South Dakota Certified Florist
Failure to pass a phase requires retesting of that particular section the following year. $75 for written and
$250 for practical/hands-on.
The designs will be evaluated by three judges who are members of South Dakota Certified Florists
Successful applicants will receive a certificate and will be inducted into the program at the following
annual meeting at convention. At that time, they can and are encouraged to use the SDCF initials after
their name.
